Failure to comply may result in a Fixed Penalty
Notice or prosecution.

Picking up after your dog if it
fouls, and disposing of waste
in a dog bin or a normal bin.

Did you know?

By law, all dogs must wear a collar and

tag with the owner’s name and address, and be
microchipped.

Under the Public Space Protection Order, you are
required to clean up after your dog and keep them
under control, for the wellbeing and enjoyment of
yourself, your dog, and others. For more infomation
