Minutes of the meeting of Kenn Parish Council held on Tuesday 30th April, 2019, 7pm in the Kenn Centre, Kennford.

1)   PUBLIC DISCUSSION

An opportunity for members of the public to make representations, answer questions and give evidence in respect of any item of business on the agenda, or any matter of interest to the parish. The period of time designated for public participation shall not exceed 15 minutes.  (Standing Orders 3e and 3f).
Reminder that members of the public are not allowed to raise issues when Council is in committee.
Richard Marsh (Commercial Director Kenbury Wood) attending the meeting.
Richard Marsh showed an aerial photo of the Kenbury Wood site recycling facility in order to explain the planning application listed below.  Amongst other items, the facility recycles paper/card/plastic/.  This material goes to many countries around the world to be recycled.  96.4 % of skip contents are also recycled.  Wayne is the site manager.  The planning application is to extend operating hours inside the recycling shed, not outside.  Where possible all the material has to be kept inside the building, and there is a need to process more, with the consequent need to extend the hours.  Also need low level lighting to facilitate this, to make it safe for the operatives.  There will not be night vehicle movements or skips arriving.  Richard Marsh mentioned the next planning application (yet to be received).  There is a requirement to move some of the buildings around in order to create more space.  The recent dust came from aggregates/bricks/blocks being crushed for use at the Amazon site (Exeter Airport).  This is not likely to happen again.  Some of the HGVs are not obeying instructions to avoid Kennford, but using sat-navs which are bringing them through the village.  The weight limit once in place, should help.   Cllr. Connett asked if Coastal could contribute some funds towards this weight limit- Richard Marsh indicated that their support is strongly possible.

Cllr. Westward asked about noise level – noise would be contained within the building.    
Anyone is welcome to come and visit the site with prior notice.   Once the new councillors are in place, Clerk will arrange with Richard Marsh for a visit to the facility.

3)   Weight Limit approval – ‘in principle’ agreement to be approved after proposals have been presented by Devon County Council.
Peter Knight from Devon Highways was introduced by Cllr. Connett.

Mr. Knight read the summary notes as follows– “A review into local concerns relating to HGV movements through the centre of Kenn and Kennford, Exeter.  Focusing on the proposal to implement weight limit restrictions within the parish to reduce unwanted HGV movements”.

He followed this with background and data information.

The initial proposal is to consider plan 2 – full prohibition southbound, top of Kennford  and full westbound at top of Kenn.  
Council have asked Highways through Mr. Knight to consider a northbound prohibition at Gissons, rather than the southbound at Partridge Cycles.  
Proposed: Kennford, prohibition northbound, (from Gissons) and requested serious consideration of an experimental ‘access only’ order southbound; Kenn, prohibition westbound top of Kenn opposite the Shell Garage. 

Chairman thanked Mr. Knight and Cllr. Connett for assisting Council to progress this matter speedily.
